BE Careful Walking in Country Road Ditches

Legislature Bill #5 passed the Legislature on February 27, 2009 and has been signed by the Governor on March 9. It repedsttite
restrictions on wildlife trapping along the rights-of-way of county roads. (It is still illegal to trap on all state roads- this only ap-
plies to county roads.) It authorizes counties to prohibit trapping wildlife in the county road rightsof-way which means thatsome
counties may now allow traps to be set on the county road rightsf-way. As we read the bill, if counties do not enact a resdlan
prohibiting it, then it is allowed.

Check with your County Board, County Clerk or your area state wildlife area manager of the Nebraska Game & Parks Commission
to see what the status is for your county. The Board of Commissioners or Board of Supervisors may not have yet considergd an
action, so you may want to keep checking and visit with your board members if you have any concerns.

One potential concern is for the safety of any volunteers out picking up litter along county roads. If volunteers will be idg any

litter pickups along county roads, they should definitely be aware of the possibility of traps, especially in taller grassweeds where
the traps might not be visible, if their particular county is going to allow them.
