LOUP BASIN RC&D COUNCIL IS AWARDED NEW GRANT FROM NDEQ

The Loup Basin RC&D Council has been awarded a grant in the amount of
$27,840 from the Nebraska Department of E
2010 Public Education program. This award was one of 22 grants awarded in
Nebraska for the Education category of this program. Funds for the Litter Reduction
and Recycling grant Program are generated from a fee charged to certain
manufacturers, wholesalers, and retailers of products that contribute to litter.

The Loup Basin Council will use these funds to support Keep Loup Basin
Beautiful activities including environmental education projects programs, and
environmental information for all ages, pre-school through adults. Through this grant
awarded to the Loup Basin RC&D Council in 2009, Keep Loup Basin Beautiful (KLBB)
made environmental presentations to 28 different schools, 94 different classes, and
1737 students in our central Nebraska counties. Other projects funded were 20 adult
group presentations, 3 large kidodés fairs,
