HERE ARE TEN THINGS THAT YOU CAN DO TO HELP KEEP
OUR LAKES AND RIVERS CLEAN:

1. Wolunteer for a water cleanup, or organize one with you group or club. (Keep Loup Basin
Beautiful is enrolled in the national Ocean Conservatory Cleanup program, and we have bags ¢
other supplies to help you out. Just call us to get your bags and we will be come to the event if
possible.)

2. Put your trash in a secure, lidded receptanlest water debris starts on the land.

3. Properly recycle everything you can. This may mean taking it home.

4. When boating, bring your oil cans, food wrappers, and cigarette butts back to shore. Nationy
the leading item to be littered in water is cigarette butts. They are not biodegradable, and can t
mistaken for food by birds and fish.

5. Less i s more! Dondét buy stuff you dono
6. Be responsible and if you see a friend or fellow lake side camper littering, politely tell them nc
only is that against the law, there is a good chance it will end up in the water.

7. Bring along permanent food containers for picnics instead of disposables. Remember you
reusable shopping bags when ever you go shopping.

8. Encourage local shops and marina to make sure trash cans are not overflowing.

9. Put cigarette butts in ashtrays not on the beach or in the water. (Call Keep Loup basin beau
for pocket ash trays.)

10. Write you elected officials and encourage them to support policies that will protect our wate

GOOD NEWS!

Over $2.5 Million was awarded by the DEQ for Tire Collection and Recycling Projects. We have
received funding for collection of 250 tons of tires.

Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality Director Mike Linder announced today that the state is awarding
more than $2.5 million to support 126 tire recycling and cleanup projects across the state.

"Nebraskans pay a $1 fee for every new tire they purchase," said Linder. "These grants put that money into use locally to hdp
manage scrap tires. We like to see the highest possible beneficial use of these old tires, and these projects help us reachthat
goal."

Nebraskans generate over one and a half million scrap tires each year, about one tire for every person in the state. The grants
awarded today will help to clean up approximately 1,160,000 scrap tires through local collection events, will reimburse individu-
als and organizations for crumb rubber and equipment purchases, and will help prevent public health and environmental prob-

lems by eliminating tire piles, Linder said.

The grants are part of the Waste Reduction and Recycling Grants program, which is administered by the Department of Environ-
mental Quality. The grants support both the collection of scrap tires and the purchase of new tire-derived products. 2009 grant
recipients include funding for 250 tons for the Loup Basin Counties.

Here is an example of the one of
the useful products that will be made
from the collected scrap tires. If you
or our city would like to order one of
these durable moisture and
sun- resistant picnic tables or park
benches, call Linda. We have
brochures from the Champlin Tire
Recycling Company. They will pick
up our tires, and make and sell the
products.

These products do not splinter,
need no staining, and are promoting al
cleaner environment by being made
out of YOUR scrap tires.

Our collections will be held between September 9th and September 12th. Exact times and
locations will be included in the next newsletter, or call Linda.
