Richard Bolli was named to the National Association of RC&D 
Councilôs Hall of Fame on Wednesday evening at the National 
RC&D Conference in Albuquerque, New Mexico.   Richard is 
the first Nebraskan to be inducted into the RC&D Hall of Fame 
and deservedly so as he has served the RC&D program for 
over 35 years.  Richard began his RC&D career in 1974 as the 
coordinator at Wes-Min RC&D Council in Minnesota following

positions.  In 1981, he moved to Golden Hills RC&D Area in 
Iowa where he served a coordinator for 7 years.  Then in 1988, 
Richard was named regional RC&D coordinator for the 
Midwest region.  After the USDA reorganized its RC&D  
regional offices in 1995, he worked at the national RC&D office 
in Lincoln, NE until his retirement in 1997.
