No Funding for Tire
Recycling this year.

May 6th, the Loup Basin RC&D received a call from
the Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality -
The Lower Loup Natural Resources District was NOT
funded for any tire collections in 2010 (the ones
we organize each September.)

Reason: the legislature took 1/2 the available
funds in the Scrap Tire Amnesty fund for budget
purposes and the remaining funds were distributed
to applications that did not have a tire
collection last year. They funded 13 new scrap
tire collections, and did not fund 26 applications
from groups that had held a collections last year.

Nebraska Grazing Conference
August 10 and 11th 2010

Presenters from four states and three countries will share
their expertise on topics related to grazing animals and
stewardship of grazinglands at the tenth Nebraska Grazing
Conference to be held at the Kearney Holiday Inn.

On Tuesday Neil Dennis from Canada, Doug Peterson with
the USDA-NRCS in Missouri, and Terry Gompert with Uni-
versity of Nebraska-Lincoln Extension will give presenta-
tions on mob grazing.
